The Women’s & Gender Studies (WGS) 
Minor at MSU is offered through 
the College of Arts & Letters and is 
administered by GenCen (International 
Studies & Programs). Our faculty are 
drawn from disciplines across campus—
including Anthropology, James Madison, 
Political Science, and Sociology—to offer 
a diverse set of critical approaches and 
perspectives.

The WGS Minor is available to students 
enrolled in Bachelor’s degree programs, 
other than those enrolled in the BA 
in Women’s & Gender Studies.
